2202 Adams St: Demolition through obscuration of more than 50% of the existing flat roof for the installation of a hipped roof at a contributing two-story multi-family residential building.
5427 Dauphine St: Demolition of existing contributing one-story, single-family raised basement residential building to grade for a vacant lot.
3429 Willow St: Demolition of existing contributing one-story, single-family residential building to grade.
